Calculations

. The original fulltime grant awards as determined In
the SNG model have been reduced by $55, the per
student offset of additional federal Pell dollars that
cover beyond Cost of Attendance.

. This offset amount is subtracted after the MFI
percentage and before the enrollment percentage.

. Example:
